 REGULAR MEETING
The regular meeting of the Port Clinton City Council was held at the Port Clinton City Hall with Lisa Sarty, President ProTem, presiding.  Ms. Phillips made a motion for Lisa Sarty to run the meeting as President ProTem seconded by Mrs. DeFreitas.  With all in favor, motion passed.  The meeting opened at 7:30pm.  Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance, The Lord’s Prayer, and a moment of silence for those serving our Country.
